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Day 1 Depart USA Your journey begins as you board an overnight
flight from the USA to Marseille, France. Settle in, enjoy onboard
meals and refreshments, and look ahead to the beauty, history, and
charm that await in southern France.

Day 9 Nice - St Tropez - Marseille This morning, depart Nice for
Marseille, stopping first in the iconic coastal town of Saint-Tropez,
long associated with glamour, cinema, the arts, and Brigjtte Bardot.
